*Adult student services: Admission assistance, supporientation, and other services expressly for adults who have started
college for the first time, or who are-eatering after a lapse of a few years.

American Indian or Alaska Native: A person having origins in any of the original peoples of NorthSmah America

Applicant (first -time, first year): An individual who has fulfilled the institution’s requirements to be considered for

*Community service program: Referral center for students wishing to perform volunteer work in the community or

First-time, first-year (freshman) student: A student attending any institution for the first time at the undergraduate level.
Includes studestenrolled in the fall term who attended college for the first time in the prior summer term. Also includes
students who entered with advanced standing (college credits earned before graduation from high school).

First-year student: A student who has conaped less than the equivalent of 1 full year of undergraduate work; that is, less
than 30 semester hours (in a 4&8ur degree program) or less than 900 contact hours.
Freshman: A first-year undergraduate student.

*Freshman/new student orientation: Orientdon addressing the academic, social, emotional, and intellectual issues involved
in beginning college. May be a few hours or a few days in length; at some colleges, there is a fee.

Full-time student (undergraduate): A student enrolled for 12 or more set@esredits, 12 or more quarter credits, or 24 or
more contact hours a week each term.

Geographical residence (as admission factor): Special consideration in the admission process given to students from a
particular region, state, or country of residence.

Grade-point average (academic high school GPA): The sum of grade points a student has earned in secondary school
divided by the number of courses taken. The most common system of assigning numbers to grades counts four points for an /
three points for a Btwo points for a C, one point for a D, and no points for an E or F. Unweighted GPA'’s assign the same
weight to each course. Weighting gives students additional points for their grades in advanced or honors courses.

Graduate student: A student who holdslzachelor’s or equivalent, and is taking courses at thelaastalaureate level.

*Health services: Free or low cost ecampus primary and preventive health care available to students.

High school diploma or recognized equivalent: A documeénertifying the successful completion of a prescribed secondary
school program of studies, or the attainment of satisfactory scores on the Tests of General Educational Development (GED), «
another statspecified examination.

Hispanic: A person of Mexican, Puerto Rican, Cuban, Central or South American, or other Spanish culture or origin,
regardless of race.

Honors program: Any special program for very able students offering the opportunity for educational enrichment,
independent study, acceleration, omg combination of these.

Independent study: Academic work chosen or designed by the student with the approval of the department concerned, under
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*Learning center: Center offering assistance through tutors, workshops, computer programs, or audiovisual equipment in
reading, writing, math,rad skills such as taking notes, managing time, taking tests.

*Legal services: Free or low cost legal advice for a range of issues (personal and other).

Liberal arts/career combination: Program in which a student earns undergraduate degrees in twoeséphistone in a
liberal arts major and the other in a professional or specialized major, whether on campus or throughistrasien.
